CHECK FOR SHIPPING DAMAGE

Prior to leaving the factory, each cabinet is throughly inspected and
performance tested to assure proper operating temperatures.

Check the crate thoroughly for signs of shipping damage. If external
damage exists, internal damage is also probable. Uncrating should be done
while the carrier’s representative is present. Otherwise, the equipment
should be uncrated as soon as possible, preferably within five (5) days.
The manufacturer is not responsible for in-transit damage and the consignee
must file any required damage claims directly with the carrier.

If the damage is severe and obvious, write a brief description of the evidence
on the carrier’s delivery receipt, and above the carrier representative’s
signature. Call the distributor or dealer immediately, indicating that the
cabinet was damaged.

LOCATION

Select location

This appliance is approved for indoor or outdoor use. The proper
location will ensure peak performance of your appliance. We
recommend a location where the unit will be out of direct sunlight
and away from heat sources. To ensure your product performs to
specifications, the recommended installation location temperature
range is from 55°F to 115°F (13°C to 46°C).

Cabinet clearance

Ventilation is required from the bottom front of the appliance. Keep
this area open and clear of any obstructions. Adjacent cabinets and
counter top can be installed around the appliance as long as the
front grille remains unobstructed.

Front Grille

Do not obstruct the front grille. The openings within the front grille
allow air to flow through the condenser heat exchanger. Restrictions
to this air flow will result in increased energy usage and loss of
cooling capacity. For this reason it is important this area not be
obstructed and the grille openings kept clean. It is not recommend
the use of a custom made grille as air flow may be restricted.

INSTALLING THE SHELVES

Loading tips and suggestions

Your appliance is equipped with a cantilever shelf system, composed
of two perforated stainless steel slide out shelves, which provides
maximum adjustability.

Never try to move a loaded shelf, remove everything from the shelf
before moving. Use both hands when moving the shelf.

To add or remove a shelf

Remove stored product from the shelf. Do not try to remove a
loaded shelf from the appliance. Grasp the shelf front with both
hands, rotate the front upward and lift out. To install a shelf insert
the shelf in the appliance and insert the top hooks into the shelf
support slots and drop the shelf down so the hooks drop over the
bottom of the slots.

START UP THE COOLER

1. Plug in the electrical cord of the unit to a wall outlet, following the
recommendations about electrical installation in this manual.

2. Allow the appliance to cool down to setpoint before loading with
product.

3. When placing products in the cooler, you should leave small
gaps between one and the other to assure free circulation of air
inside the cabinet.

4. Do not leave the door open for extended periods of time, to
avoid increased temperature of the products.

The temperature of a cooler should be between 34°F to 40°F.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

Cleaning

A WARNING

Before cleaning the appliance, turn off and unplug the appliance to prevent
electric shock by unexpected entrance of water into the appliance or injury by
moving parts.

Before cleaning the appliance, move all items into another refrigerator.

Do not splash water directly onto the appliance. This might cause short circuit,
electric shock, corrosion, or failure.

Before using a sanitizer such as inert soap and sodium hypochlorite (chlorine
bleach), thoroughly read the manufacturer’s instructions on its proper usage.

IMPORTANT

To prevent damage to the plastic surfaces, do not use the following: thinner,
benzine, alcohol, petroleum, soap powder, polishing powder, alkaline cleaner,
acid, scouring pad and especially those strong cleaners for use on a ventilating
fan or a cooking range. Also, to prevent corrosion, do not use sodium hypochlorite
(chlorine bleach) on the stainless steel surfaces.

Use a clean cloth for cleaning.

1. Exterior: Wipe the exterior occasionally with a clean, soft cloth. Use a damp
cloth containing a neutral cleaner to wipe off oil or dirt buildup.

Wear appropriate personal protective equipment (PPE)
when servicing the appliance.

To prevent deformation or cracks, do not spray insecticide
onto the plastic parts or let them come into contact with oil.
To avoid damage to the gasket, use only the door handle
when opening and closing.

To avoid damage to the top seal, do not lift the apploanze by
the top panel or remove the top panel.

Do not leave the doors open.

Shutdown and Long Storage

When shutting down the appliance for more than one week, follow the
instructions below.

When preparing the appliance for long storage, prevent the door from
closing to reduce the risk of children getting trapped.

When preparing the appliance for long storage, clean the cabinet interior,
door gaskets, and shelves.
